As part of the pro-
ject they attended a performance of  Matthew Bourne’s ‘Dorian Gray’ at Sadler’s Wells. 
Following on from this they participated in a series of workshops where they discussed and 
learnt how to write an effective dance review. After this, they all attended another         
performance of their choice and were asked to write their own review. The outcome of this 
was that Lily Ratta in 13WO’Malley, was judged to have written the best review and will 
be going to see Savion Glover at Sadler’s Wells as a reward. Well done Lily. You can read 
her winning critique below... 

Mrs Hoult, Head of Dance 
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Having just come off a successful tour of their production of Sleeping Beauty, the Scottish Ballet were        
expected to provide their audiences with an even greater triumph through their fresh and inventive Dance        
Umbrella 2008.  This ensemble contains three completely contrasting dance works choreographed by the New 
York choreographers Stephen Petronio, Trisha Brown and Scottish Ballet’s Artistic Director Ashley Page.  
 

 
After the energetic intricacy of Ride the Beast one cannot be prepared for the simplicity and minimalism of For 
MG: The Movie that follows. The pared down choreography, the running girl carving out circles on the stage, 
demands a completely different approach from the company and an equally different  attitude from the audi-
ence. Many an audience have debated the enjoyment of a piece that requires such concentration when there is 
so little happening on stage. The running, meandering, sudden slows and leans into motion induced a          
mesmeric, lethargic atmosphere and although the piece did receive an  overwhelming response from its       
audience as did the first, it was more  
enthusiastic than I expected. 
 

Due to the sudden lull in the audience’ spirit it was essential for the Company to end its repertory in emphatic 
style. Pennies from Heaven did not disappoint; the colourful, radiant costumes and extravagant set  juxtaposed 
with the weighty and technically demanding movements  created a sensational dance work representative of the 
contrast between the corruption and decadence of the 1930s. 
 

 
The Scottish Ballet captivated their audience through the sheer distinction of each act 
and so therefore the performance should be viewed as a resounding achievement. I went 
into the Hall expecting something completely different but did not walk away           
dissatisfied, only in awe of the variety and creativity produced by the Company. When 
viewed as one whole performance it can be enjoyed by anyone, however those who are 
not so keen on abstract dance should not be disheartened but go just to view Pennies 
From Heaven as it can be appreciated by all who watch it!

The evening started off well, Petronio’s Ride the Beast opened the set with a powerful, 
abstract performance. Contemporary movement was the prominent style throughout the 
piece which came as a surprise as I was expecting to see a ballet; however the key  
classical techniques were still evident. The complexity of the twists and jumps made 
effortless by the dancers emphasised their fluidity learnt through the study of Ballet and 
not through raw contemporary. The eccentricity of the costumes and surprising music 
choice (Radiohead songs) added to the modernity and therefore the attraction it holds 
for younger audiences. Although, for those neophyte ballet lovers it may not be as  
enjoyable as the blaring music perhaps took away from the continuity of the piece as a 
whole. 

Not only did the trip bring alive the 
social, cultural and political context of Willy Russell’s ‘Shirley Valentine’ for the students, it was an           
opportunity to see a performance at the Liverpool Everyman of King Lear.  

Add in a ferry across the Mersey, off the text improvisation in the Hotel which ‘Shirley’ visited and a Friday 
night Cabaret, illuminating the student’s improvisation skills – a weekend in which learning marched side by 
side with experiencing a new city.              Mr Roberts, Head of Drama and Theatre Studies 
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On the 14th and 15th November, young musicians from across Westminster came together to take part in a two 
day orchestral workshop culminating in a public performance.  Split into two orchestras, to cater for all  
abilities, students from Westminster Primary and Secondary schools undertook an intensive rehearsal period 
and section tutorials to learn a new repertoire which they performed for friends, family and teachers.

This year in GCSE Drama, students are being given more         
opportunities to apply to do performance support. In Year 11, five 
students are taking performance support, the options available include: Lighting, sound, costume, set design & 
makeup/masks. The students who have opted for Technical Theatre include, Lily Mersh, Ranin Abdul-Fattah & 
Jen Turner, who are all taking lighting design, Rebecca Roughan, who is taking sound design and Maria Ibra-
him, who is taking costume design. These students are so dedicated that not only do they attend their three 
hours a week drama lessons they also then have an extra tutorial with Miss Christopher to further their knowl-
edge and improve upon their already fantastic portfolios. These students are the stars behind the stage and have 
new skills and ideas to support their peers. They deserve as much recognition as those who can been seen 
working hard on the stage!                           Miss Christopher, Drama Teacher 
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The Mathematics Department held its first ever "Maths Day" for Year 11 pupils on 15th  October.  
Often in Maths there is not enough time in a single class to fully explore certain topics due to the 
set-up time required.  The focus of the day therefore was on giving pupils the time to fully explore 
two topics: drawing and graphing.  Pupils spent time learning to draw accurately different shapes, 
found the centre of circles, and also constructed perpendicular and angle bisectors.  They also had 
the opportunity to explore graphing topics through matching exercises, flip cards and some even explored Sine 
and Cosine with the computer programme Autograph.  While this was going on pupils in other years that would 
normally have had Mathematics had the opportunity to experience Mathematics through some cross curriculum 
activities in History, Art and Business Studies. 

In order to fully understand how the day was received, Ms. Pugh the Head of Personalised Learning, selected 
pupils from every group to provide valuable information on their learning during the day.  Overall the day   
pupils enjoyed the day and appreciated the value in terms of helping them improve their knowledge and    
learning.  They also gave the Maths Department some useful information in terms of what activities we will 
organise for the Maths Day scheduled to take place in March. 
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Key Stage 5 pupils have been the first participants in the Maths Challenge competitions for this year.  Our most 
able pupils in Years 12 and 13 sat the Senior Challenge and we look  forward to receiving the results.  Also, in 
November, we have four Year 12 Further Maths pupils participating in the Senior Team Challenge, where they 
compete against teams from other London schools.

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Since December 2000, thousands of schools have 
taken part in the NSPCC Number Day, raising 
more than £800,000 and enabling the NSPCC to 
provide vital services for thousands of vulnerable 
children. The event aims to show the fun and  
exciting things in maths and to   promote the 
NSPCC. Ms Dunne and Ms Leung are organising   
games and competitions for the day. 
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Maths Club is up and running after school on Wednesdays and Thursdays, thanks to the organisation and    
commitment of Christie McLennan.  It’s open to Years 7 to 11, for students to bring their own ideas/
homework/extension topics and receive extra tuition and guidance.  Maths Club can be used to either           
consolidate classwork, or for those wishing to learn more challenging topics that may not be taught in lessons. 
Also on Wednesdays after school, Ms O’Malley is organising Key Stage 5 revision classes for students sitting 
their examinations in January. 
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Year 9 and Year 11 Maths and Physics students have been recruited by the Institute of Education to take part in 
a pilot survey, titled “Understanding Participation in Mathematics and Science”.   The survey’s aim is to   
evaluate students’ attitudes towards Mathematics and Physics and to determine how these attitudes affect their 
choices in post-16 education.  Mr. Waygood arranged for the school to take part in the pilot survey, and invited 
the Institute of Education staff to come to school to receive feedback from St Marylebone students before   
writing the final survey, which is being run nationally.  This was particularly useful for our top set in Year 11, 
as for part of their GCSE Statistics course last year they learnt about the theory behind pilot surveys, and this 
project has given them first-hand experience of the process.  
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In September, when pupils were still enjoying the summer break, the Maths 
department ran a training session for all the teachers in the school about the 
importance of Maths in every subject area. Teachers were shown some of 
the mathematics hidden in the Preludes of Bach, the spiral seed-patterns of 
sunflowers and the friezes of the Alhambra.  They even discovered the  
biblical definition of pi (it’s 3, check 2 Chronicles 4:2).

How important is Further Mathematics to St Marylebone? Mrs Prattley has carried out research with the AS 
group, finding out that half of the pupils were attracted to St Marylebone Sixth Form because we offered     
Further Maths; without Further Maths, these pupils would have considered going elsewhere.  Numbers on the 
AS course have improved significantly this year as students are realising the importance of Further Maths for 
university  study.  
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Maths continues to expand beyond the classroom with our biggest ever expedition to the London Eye in       
October:  four different teaching groups visited the attraction over two days.  Nearly eighty pupils applied their 
number and  data-gathering skills to calculating an estimate for the annual turnover of the Eye. 
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Maths and ICT Scholars are appointed at the end of Year 7 based on excellence in Maths and ICT. This year, 
the Maths and ICT departments were delighted to award scholarships to: 
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As a specialist Maths and Computing school, St Marylebone will be offering Maths and ICT Scholarships to 
Key Stage 5 students from September 2009. If you are talented in Maths or ICT and are applying to study both 
AS Maths and AS Further Maths or AS Applied ICT or the Level 3 Advanced IT Diploma you can benefit 
from specialist teaching and a range of wider opportunities by becoming a Scholar in your specialist area. 
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A scholar is someone who is studying Maths and Further Maths or ICT or the IT Diploma at advanced level 
and has been successful in their application and interview. Once accepted, you will benefit from a scholarship 
package which will include: 
 

· Maths and Further Maths text book bursary (Maths Scholars only) 

· A range of selected specialist software (ICT scholars only) 

· Position of Maths or ICT Ambassador for the school 

· A range of workshops, competitions, speakers, trips and master classes 

· Higher Education Mentoring Programme and individualised UCAS application support
